  Synopsis: I have learnt that procrastination is the enemy to progress and success. Doors don’t generally open when we procrastinate or keep putting things off and then they never get done. There is a window of opportunity that comes, and we must open it and receive the fresh breath of air it blows in for us to enjoy and rest in. Therefore, don’t miss your window of opportunity when it opens, nor the door of elevation when it takes you up to a new height or level that you have not known previously, or day of your visitation; which is divinely orchestrated to position you in the right time and place—NOW. Living in the “NOW,” what does it mean? This means to live as originally intended for us as believers prior to the fall of man; not bound by time but functioning outside of time in an active, present state of mind and movement. If we understand we were not created to serve time but rather, have it serve us, we can choose to live and be present NOW functioning with intelligence and insight that is divine and peaceful.


  The Bible tells us that heaven and earth will pass away, but the word of God will not. In other words, if God said it, we can bank on it! NOW faith is... You name or frame something by your words (i.e., what you speak or create) just as in Hebrews 11:3 (AMP):


  By faith [that is, with an inherent trust and enduring confidence in the power, wisdom and goodness of God] we understand that the worlds (universe, ages) were framed and created [formed, put in order, and equipped for their intended purpose] by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible.


  Now faith is not bound by time, it functions outside of it because it agrees with what God says and speaks back to time. Therefore, Now faith is limitless, boundless, and able to function freely in a creative mode. Do not allow anyone to limit, kill, or destroy your faith! It is priceless and a valuable currency in heaven and the Kingdom!


  We must understand that when we lack knowledge, we perish. Hosea 4:6 (AMP) says, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge [of My law, where I reveal My will] because you have rejected knowledge.”


  I realize that this may be a new concept for some, but I asked that you keep an open mind and Spirit then get understanding from the Word, obtain more knowledge, and build your faith NOW. Please don’t wait until you need to really use it; make those deposits in your account NOW so that you have ample to draw from on that day.

  Introduction


  Have you ever held off from doing something you really wanted to do then later regretted waiting or wishing you’d acted sooner? Well, I think all of us can relate to this scenario. I can tell you that behaviors of this nature often lead to an unfulfilling life and frustration.


  This book is a great resource and devotional to help you step into the NOW realm of God and abide as a lifestyle. It has 52 inspiring acronyms for the word “NOW” to help you remember how truly divine this word and realm is to us that believe. Did you know that the word “now” occurs over 1500 times in scripture? I believe anything mentioned that often must be significant, noteworthy, and worthwhile. Therefore, let us endeavor to learn more about it. Create a NOW habit! Say goodbye to procrastination and make living in the NOW a lifestyle that enhances your reality.


  Are you ready to learn truths that will catapult and propel you into another realm of expectation, growth, and development?


  1. Get into the NOW mindset.


  2. Understand tools that are life changing.


  3. Identify why and where you’ve failed previously.


  4. Don’t wait, do it now!


  The NOW mindset makes the difference between success and failure, victory and defeat in your life. The NOW mindset is the mind of God.


  I believe that God has inspired me to develop this 52 Week, devotional resource that will aid you in putting the revelation of what it means to operate in the NOW. I have found that acronyms help me to retain and recall things that I’ve learnt; this is why it is my hope that you will use this book as a personal development tool to build your faith and change your life NOW! I believe that it is possible when you believe the NOW of God.


  As it is in Hebrews 11:1-3 (AMP):


  Now faith is the assurance (title deed, confirmation) of things hoped for (divinely guaranteed), and the evidence of things not seen [the conviction of their reality—faith comprehends as fact what cannot be experienced by the physical senses]. For by this [kind of] faith the men of old gained [divine] approval.


  By faith [that is, with an inherent trust and enduring confidence in the power, wisdom and goodness of God] we understand that the worlds (universe, ages) were framed and created [formed, put in order, and equipped for their intended purpose] by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible.


  Remember, just because you do not see it doesn’t mean it’s not there. Faith is NOW! When we operate in faith, we demonstrate our full assurance in trusting Him, i.e., FAITH.


  It is good to know that the NOW is never out of season in the kingdom, but rather it is timeless. I charge you to take the 52-week challenge and begin to live your life in the NOW with revelation of who God is NOW, in the present, active in your life as you give it to Him.


  1. Get into the now mindset; by evicting stinking thoughts and actions. Displaced them with the word and thoughts of God, remember the power of words and use them wisely. This may also require that you cut somethings and/or people who traffic in the lane of unbelief, doubt, fear, jealousy, envy, and strife off. You cannot continue to do the same things and expect a different result.


  2. Understanding your tools; oh, what a difference prayer and meditation makes. I have found that starting my day this way, sets the correct tone and rhythm for the assignment(s) given me to do. It often determines my success or failure for the day. Have you considered that your prayer is a powerful tool? In fact, it is not the least of things you can do, but rather the most effective thing to help you hit the target, bring, comfort and peace so that you are able to rest. It is more powerful when there is agreement in your prayer with another.


  3. Identify why and where you’ve failed previously; as you go through the 52 NOW words, I believe you will begin to identify with where you may have fallen short, as you do (get the NOW Factor Exploration, Reflection and Activation Journal to help you keep track); just acknowledge it and pray the prayer regarding it at the end of that section, to be able to look introspectively is a sign of maturity and growth. If you are not growing, you are at risk for decay. However, you can change your former habits and reverse them. It has been said that if anything is done consistently for 30 days or more it will become a habit. I have developed this 52-week devotional resource that will aid you in putting the revelation of what it means to operate in the NOW. Take your time (please don’t rush through it the goal is to retain and recall what you learn) and meditate on the word for that week regarding NOW, then pray, reflect and apply it. It is my hope that you will use this book as a personal development tool to build your faith and change your life NOW!


  There is something to be said for knowing the perfect timing of a thing and not being afraid to embrace it now, without waiting, nor obstacles, or hindrances (e.g., emotional and mental distractions that come to derail your now moments) to stop you from moving into your now moment. Carpe diem, i.e., seize the day (also translated seize the present or moment)! Walk by faith and not by sight and understand that all things are possible to them that believe, for the hour has come and NOW is.


  Week 1: NOW—No Other Way


  As we operate in the NOW, we must understand that God’s way is the only way. Jesus has given us access as The Way. He is the way, door, or portal to the Father and His glory. Therefore, walk in the way where access has been granted and guaranteed. Know what the word says about your situation, yield! Where there is unbelief there is fear. Fear is opposed to faith, if you find the root of fear you can destroy the fruit of it. Faith declares things that don’t exist, so does fear, which will you believe? Know that fear is fake evidence and record and faith is full assurance in trusting Him, it trumps fear! Keep in mind when God directs us to do something, His part is already done. He’s waiting on you to do your part. Don’t allow fear to trip you up, stagnate, or stop you. In fact, I recommend you do what you are afraid of anyway! Faith prevails and surmounts.


  Pray this prayer:


  Teach me Your way, O Lord, I will walk and live in Your truth; Direct my heart to fear Your name [with awe-inspired reverence and submissive wonder]. I will give thanks and praise You, O Lord my God, with all my heart; And will glorify Your name forevermore. For great is Your lovingkindness and graciousness toward me; And You have rescued my life from the depths of Sheol [from death] (Psalm 86:11-13 AMP), therefore, I shall not fear; it didn’t come from you nor is it your desire that I have it, so I renounce and release it and all ties to it that have hindered my forward progress previously. I am more than a conqueror. Amen 2 Tim. 1:7.

  Week 2: NOW—Nailing Obedient Will


  In the NOW, we understand that obedience is truly better than sacrifice. Have you ever tried to do something your way that was contrary to God’s way, and it became impossible or perhaps too hard to do? Well, there is a way of excellence, it is called obedience! This is not a bad word but rather an empowering one. If we are willing and obedient, we get to eat the good of the land. In other words, we have God’s best/choice portion for us, and we prosper in the full sense of the word.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you for giving me a willing and obedient mind and heart. I know that disobedience is too costly and detrimental to my life, therefore, I pray for continual perseverance in maintaining an obedient will. I know that I am more than a conqueror through Christ. Mark 11:24 tells me therefore when I pray to believe, and I shall receive. I agree with your word. Amen.


  Week 3: NOW—No Opportunity Wasted


  When we operate in the NOW we must recognize the opportunities that come across our path. There is a Latin phrase, “carpe diem,” “which means to seize the day or moment. I challenge you to do so NOW. Do not procrastinate, just do whatever HE says!


  We are to be instant in season and out of season according to 2 Timothy 4:2. Do not miss your opportunity because you may not get it again. I challenge you to be proactive!


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, I thank you that I will not waste time or any opportunities you place before me. I thank you that I have a discerning heart and spirit to know what I ought to do as the sons of Issachar operated this way, the pattern is set. Help me to perceive and understand what I ought to do at all times just like in 1 Chr 12:32 Of the tribe of Issachar, men who understood the times, with knowledge of what Israel should do, two hundred chiefs; and all their relatives were at their command; Father I’m grateful for your guidance in this way. Ame


  Week 4: NOW—Notice Our World


  In the NOW, we are not oblivious to the things around us. In fact, we take notice of them more and speak into existence what is needed through our spoken creative words. God said, “According to the works of my hands, command ye me.” He made it all!


  The heavens declare the glory of God and the skies proclaim the work of His hands according to Psalm 19:1, yet the angels ask God, “Who is man that you are mindful of Him?” In other words, why does God have man on His mind?


  Have you ever walked into a room and felt the tension in it prior to you coming in? Well, guess what? Your very presence in the room can change the atmosphere in it. I believe this is all a part of us being light and salt in the world.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you that I am in this world but not of it and that I am able to see things beyond my natural abilities with clarity of mind and spirit. I pray for compassion where and when I need it and victory to overcome any obstacles that may be placed in my way. I am a world changer and the salt of the earth. You have put me here to preserve and bring flavor to this world, and I will not get weary in my tasks. You have set eternity in my heart, so I ask you the help me to pray reverently and effectively for our world. Amen


  Week 5: NOW—No One Way


  In the NOW, we must understand that God is multifaceted with many different characteristics. Consequently, there is not just one way of getting things done and He has given His body many gifts. Don’t be afraid to use them. We must recognize that there are many ways to achieve the same result, but the key is unity and oneness in Him as we are one body jointly fitted together and HE alone gets all the credit and glory.


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, I know that you are multifaceted, and I ask for you to help me to see your various gifts in others and allow them to use those gifts for your benefit and kingdom advancement. It is my desire to be an equipper of the saints as we are one body, united working together for Your good and glory. Amen. Ep 3:10.


  Week 6: NOW—Not Our Will


  I have found that most people have a selfish nature that rules their actions. However, when we come to Christ and surrender all, He will strip it out of you as you yield to His fine tuning. Operating in the NOW requires us to die to self. We must be able to say, “Not my will but Thy will be done,” as our Lord and Savior gave us the ultimate example to follow.


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, help me to die to my flesh/self-daily. I truly desire to be in the center of your will for my life. You know what is best for me and I trust you. I thank you for a willing mind and spirit of perseverance. 1 Cor 15:31 I assure you, believers, by the pride which I have in you in [your union with] Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily [I face death and die to self]. Amen.


  Week 7: NOW—Nation On Wall


  Are you guarding your post, or have you abandoned it allowing the enemy to have easy access as he enters your land? We must stay upon the wall, especially in our city and nation. Watch and pray and be instant always, knowing that we can change circumstances and situations with our prayers. Additionally, it is our duty to pray for Israel as if our lives depended on it. Isaiah 59: 16 (AMP) indicates that God looks for intercessors, and in chapter 62:6-7, it says, On your walls, O Jerusalem, I have appointed and stationed watchmen (prophets), who will never keep silent day or night; You who profess the Lord, take no rest for yourselves, And give Him no rest [from your prayers] until He establishes Jerusalem and makes her a praise on the earth.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father help me to be like Nehemiah and not be distracted from completing your assignment for my life. I thank you that I am always watchful and prayerful. Your word tells me that when the righteous rule the people rejoice. Amen.


  Week 8: NOW—Nissi Our Wow


  According to Exodus 17:15 Jehovah Nissi is the Lord our banner or victory. He has guaranteed we win. We always win with Him. We must understand He has fixed for fight for us! So just relax and be wowed at the deliberate and coordinated work He has done.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you that you continue to wow me with victory after victory. I am in awe of you and your faithfulness. Never let me tire of your lovingkindness and tender mercy toward me. I know that because you are for me, nothing can stand against me. It gives me great joy to know that you care enough to wow me and give me victory because I believe. Amen.


  Week 9: NOW—Notice Our Words


  First, let’s agree that words matter. How and when they are used also matters. In the NOW, we understand that life and death are in the power of the tongue, so watch what you speak Words have creative power. They can literally make or break you and/or your situation. They can also bless or curse. We get what we say, therefore, we should pause before blurting out futile words, life defying, destructive words but rather speak life.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father help me to choose my words wisely, and teach me to speak that which is encouraging, loving, and true. I know that life and death are in the power of my tongue, and I ask you to convict my thoughts before I speak anything that would be destructive and not pleasing to you. Amen. Memorize Proverbs 18:21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, And those who love it and indulge it will eat its fruit and bear the consequences of their words.


  Week 10: NOW—No Obstacles Work


  In the NOW, we know that the obstacles, weapons, hindrances, etc. may form but they will not work or prosper against us. Isaiah 54:17 (AMP) reads:


  No weapon that is formed against you will succeed; And every tongue that rises against you in judgment you will condemn. This [peace, righteousness, security, and triumph over opposition] is the heritage of the servants of the Lord, and this is their vindication from Me,” says the Lord.


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, thank you for the reminder that I am protected and covered by you, Almighty. No matter what the enemy may try and bring my way, I will not waiver or doubt your word. I’ll agree with Isaiah 54:17 and receive the comfort and peace from it that you intended for me to have and know. In Jesus’ name, Amen.


  Week 11: NOW—Noise Or Worship


  When we traffic in the NOW, we understand how to make a joyful noise and give God the praise and worship due to Him. Our worship should be sweet, fragrant and pleasing unto the Lord. Merely making noise is not worship or pleasing to Him. We must decipher when we are worshipping or simply just making noise for there is no benefit to the later. We must worship the Father in Spirit and in truth. Be careful not to get caught up in your own thing and miss His cue. Make a melody and worship that will cause Him to smile and be pleased.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father help me to worship you the way you desire, Lord, help me to be still and know you are God. When I come before your presence, help me not to be quick to speak but to be quiet and listen, so that I may hear what you want to say. (Read Isaiah 46, Ecclesiastes 5:2, James 1:19). Amen.


  Week 12: NOW—Next One Works


  Have you ever felt as if you were spinning your wheels? I think most of us have experienced this at one point or another. I imagine that’s how the Prophet Elijah’s servant must have felt in the passage of scripture where Elijah told him to go look for the rain cloud again and again until he could see it. What have you been missing that He’s made visible? Make up your mind that you will see as you set out to trust His word, the next one will work, His word doesn’t return void, it accomplishes.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you that I will not give up, but I will wait for you and the next thing you desire to do in your timing in my life. I will not be anxious for anything, but I will make my prayers and requests known to you then be in expectation as I wait. Amen. 1 Kg 18:43-44.


  Week 13: NOW—Note Our Warnings


  Did you realize that there is no temptation common to man that God has not already made a way of escape for us. It is imperative that we note the warning signs. If you miss them, know that there is a way of escape.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you that I will not miss your promptings, nudgings, sirens, or warnings in my life. I will believe the prophets and prosper. I will not be caught off guard, and I will yield to you in all I do, so that I can stand still and see your salvation. I agree with Amos 3:7 Surely the Lord GOD does nothing Without revealing His secret plan [of the judgment to come] To His servants the prophets. Amen.


  Week 14: NOW—No Ordinary Word


  NOW we understand that the religious sect in Jesus’ day referred to his ability to speak a word that had authority and power attached to it. We see this in the gospels, specifically, Lu 4:36, With authority and power He commanded the evil spirit and it went out. What a word this is! We must know how to speak in like manner, not just an ordinary word, but rather words with authority and power.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you that my words are full of power and life. They are extraordinary since they originate from you. I know that my thoughts are not your thoughts, for your thoughts are higher. Teach me to speak with authority and power daily. (Read Isaiah 55:8) Amen.


  Week 15: NOW—No Obstacles Win


  Do not get distracted by the obstacles that may be thrown at you. Remember, the fight is fixed, and you win! Rest in the fact that the best shot has been thrown but it was not successful to hinder or stop you. You have a greater force at work on the inside and out.


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, I thank you that I will not lose sight or get distracted from my assignment and purpose. Remind me to agree with 2 Cor 10:4 For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God for the pulling down of strongholds, casting down imaginations and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ.


  Week 16: NOW-Nowadays On Watch


  Watching and praying go hand in hand. We must watch and pray continually as we are commanded to pray without ceasing. You might think that it is not possible, but really it is because we can have an attitude of prayer and be watchful as we go about our normal, daily activities. As a mom, I liken this to keeping your head on a swivel, in other words, you stay in high alert and awareness where you are in constant ready mode fully equipped in the armor of God, Ep.6:18.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father keep me keenly aware of all that I need to know, see, and do. Lord bid that I should not sin against you in ceasing to pray for others as I should. Help me to discern what is needed and when it is needed for the benefit of others so that your name is glorified. (Read 1 Samuel 12:23) Amen.


  Week 17: NOW—No One Weeping


  In the NOW, we should be moved with compassion and touched with the plight of our brothers and sisters. The Great Commandment/Commission is to love our neighbor as our self, and there is no better time to put this into practice than right now. When you look around your neighborhood, city, or nation, does it make you weep? Be intentional about demonstrating the love of Christ wherever you are so that He is

  Father, give me a more compassionate heart and help me to demonstrate love to others around me. I want to love what you love and hate what you hate. I want to be a catalyst to make sure your wonderful acts are remembered; you are gracious and merciful, full of loving compassion and so am I because you are my pattern. Amen. Ps.111:4


  Week 18: NOW—Nesting Oh Wonderful


  In the NOW, we must take time out to rest in the comfort of the finished work of Jesus. A nesting environment provides a place of rest. We need Sabbath rest. Taking time out to rest is crucial to our physical and spiritual beings. We cannot function effectively if we are not well rested. Do forsake the necessity of nesting and resting in your life. Cease from all unnecessary and unfruitful labor.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for sweet sleep and the ability to rest and not worry since I know that you have all things under control. Teach and help me to cast my cares on you continually and then leave them there. I want to awaken refreshed and renewed when I have rested as you have commanded to honor the sabbath, I understand that if you rested from your labor how much more must I. Amen. Isaiah 58:13.


  Week 19: NOW—Not Our Way


  I am reminded of Moses’ siblings in the book of Numbers, they lost sight of their purpose and themselves (See Numbers 12:1-15). We must remember that our thoughts are not like His thoughts nor our ways, His ways (Isaiah 55:8). Never think more highly of yourself that you ought, stay humble and compassionate for these are characteristics of Him. Consequently, the good news is that as we desire God’s ways above our own and keep them, He will reward us with blessings and more than we can imagine (Proverbs 8:32).


  Pray this prayer:


  Father help me to do things the way you desire and not my own way. I acknowledge you are well able to lead and direct me. I desire to follow your way; you take the reins, guide and navigate me where I need to be always. Amen.


  Week 20: NOW--Nothing Over Worship


  In the NOW, individuals recognize that worship is not about a person, a talented singing group or band who leads us in singing. It is to be God-lead and inspired, where He is the only one leading and guiding us freely into His presence. Nothing should be put above our worship of the Almighty God for He inhabits the praise of His people. We must learn to transcend our flesh and circumstances as we enter into holy worship to the Most High.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you that you have given me a heart of worship and I will praise and honor you. May I always have the desire to worship you in Spirit and in truth and freely express my love and appreciation to you. I understand that when I enter worship it is truly all about you; therefore, teach and show me the fragrance you desire the most, so that I may render it to you. I want my worship to you to be contagious so that everyone around me desires to worship you as well. Amen. Jn 4:23.


  Week 21: NOW—New Outstanding Wine


  We understand that the wine in the communion cup represents the blood of Jesus that was poured out for us, and we have new life through the blood of Jesus. His blood represents the one-time atonement for all men. The blood of Jesus is still alive and active in us, His believers.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for a continual flow of new wine as I partake of your cup during communion. Engraft in my mind what it means to me and seal it with the precious blood of Jesus Christ, Amen. 1 Cor 11:24-31.


  Week 22: NOW—Number One Worshipper


  We must understand first and foremost that we cannot operate in the NOW if we do not understand the aspect of worshipping our Lord and Savior. He is worthy to be praised and adored. Therefore, make every effort to be His number one worshipper!


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I desire to be your number one worshipper, and may my worship always be pure and pleasing to you. I ask that you take me to a new place when I worship you with my whole heart. Amen. Deu 10:12.


  Week 23: NOW—Note Our Wealth


  Our wealth, in the full sense of the word, should be evident and ultimately leading others to the Father. However, we must remember it is not ours and although God gives us the ability to obtain wealth, we know that it all belongs to Him. Therefore, we must be great stewards over what belongs to Him and be prepared to give an account for it.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for the reminder that everything belongs to you. You give me the ability to obtain wealth, and I cheerfully desire to give you back your due portion with interest so that your kingdom is advanced. Amen. Deu 8:18


  Week 24: NOW—Nurture Outstanding Wheat


  We must learn and know that the greatest gift God has given is life. Part of stewardship is to disciple the individuals He assigns to us and train them up. We should be grooming successors, as with Moses and Joshua, Elijah and Elisha, David and Solomon. The goal should always be to have fruit that remains in the earth to reproduce perpetually. This pleases God.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father teach me and lead me to disciple others so that there will always be fruit that remains. I desire to impart what you have given me to others as I run the race and finish the course you have for me. Amen. Ex 24:13 & Ps 81:16


  Week 25: NOW—Never Occupied, Welcomed


  We are always welcomed With the Father. He does not put out a “closed” sign or have downtime. His door is always open to us. We recognize that we serve a wonderful God who does not take off, go on vacation nor holiday; he's never absent but always present. We serve a wonderful God, who welcomes us with loving kindness and tender mercies!


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for always being open and welcoming to me. Help me to do the same for others you bring across my path. Allow my smile, words and actions to be welcoming to others so that I may point them to you. Remind me that when other welcome me they too are exhibiting your love and have first received you. Amen. Mat 10:40


  Week 26: NOW—New Outstanding Work


  Noah built the ark and Jesus did miracles that had not been done before (i.e., turning water to wine, walking on water, raising the dead etc.). When God calls us to do a work for Him, it will often be new or unusual to others — and even to us. Do not fear! Perhaps He is doing a new work through you!


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, I know that You have not given me a spirit of fear according to 2 Timothy 1:7 and I believe in You. Help my unbelief in any area where I may be tempted to doubt or waiver.


  Week 27: NOW—Note Only Wisdom


  In the NOW, we recognize the voice of wisdom, and silence the voices of confusion, worry, doubt, and negativity. You must break the ties and influences of these distracting voices in your life. They produce rotten fruit if allowed to hang around. Therefore, eradicate them now, and say goodbye to stinking thinking!


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you that you have given me the ability to obtain wisdom, for it is the principle thing. I ask for more wisdom to win others for you. Amen.


  Week 28: NOW—New On-line Will


  In the NOW, we understand from Romans 12:1-2 that we are transformed by renewing our minds. I challenge to begin the work necessary to yield and obey so that you know you are synchronized with His will.


  Our will must align with God’s and be on-line with His will and plan for us. Jeremiah 29:11 (AMP) says:


  For I know the plans and thoughts that I have for you, says the Lord, plans for peace and well-being and not for disaster to give you a future and a hope.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for complete alignment and synchronicity with your plan and will for my life don’t let me falter or lose strength nor momentum, challenge me to stay the course and persevere. Amen.


  Week 29: NOW—No Offering Wasted


  We must be careful to give as the word commands. As we hear from the Father in our giving—not out of emotion but by the Spirit, sowing in good ground, it will produce a bountiful harvest. Remember, God loves a cheerful giver so do not give grudgingly.


  We must also make sure our offering is befitting for Him. I believe we can learn from the example of Cain and Abel.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you that I have resources to give, and help me to sow only in good ground. It is my desire not to waste the resources you have entrusted to me. Therefore, lead and guide me in all my offerings to you. Amen.


  Week 30: NOW—Nice Opportunity Waiting


  Since we understand that we are blessed and favored of the Lord we should expect opportunities to be waiting on us everywhere in the NOW. Look for them because of who you are in Him now!


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, your word indicates that our gift will make room for us. I thank you that Your grace and the gift you have given me not only attracts divine opportunities like a magnet but advances Your kingdom and brings glory to Your name. Amen.


  Week 31: NOW—Navigate Occupy Willingly


  In the NOW, we know and understand that it is our charge to occupy until Jesus comes. As we are occupying, we must not give up any ground nor retreat to the enemy. He will try to inhabit your territory, however, hold your ground and speak the word (e.g., “It is written...”). Remember, greater is He that is in you, and you can do all things through Christ who strengthens you. Navigate the terrain and occupy willingly your place called there.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you that I will occupy until you return because I am more than a conqueror. I know and recognize that since you are for me and with me nothing can stand against me. When challenges arise, I will keep my eyes on you and the prize set before me. Luke 19:13, Amen. And he called his ten servants, and delivered them ten pounds, and said unto them, Occupy till I come. Help me to be a great steward over what you entrust me with always.


  Week 32: NOW—No Outside Worry


  In the NOW, we cannot allow any outside influences contrary to the word of God to hinder us or stop us from seizing all God has for us and all He is ordaining NOW in this season of our lives! Inevitably, things will happen and come up but stay the course, be steadfast and unmovable. Trusting and resting in His track record.


  Pray this prayer:


  Lord, I thank you that I am steadfast and unmovable, abounding in You. I am not moved by what I see because 2 Corinthians 5:7 admonishes me to walk by faith and not by sight. I have full assurance in your proven record and faithfulness. Amen.


  Week 33: NOW—Not Our World


  We must remember that we have been called to be in this world but not of it. We should not emulate the world and its ways or philosophies. Instead, we should strive to have them emulate ours as we follow Christ, who is the Author and Finisher of our faith. He always knows what to do and is the best at what He does. He knows how to change, transform, fix, and resurrect like no other.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for calling me to the world for such a time as this to be your demonstration of heaven in the earth. I know that I am in this world but not of it, so Lord, set me apart for your use and your glory. Thank you for creating in me a pure heart and renewing a right spirit within me so that I represent your brand well. Amen. 2 Cor 5:20.


  Week 34: NOW—Note Our Wake-up


  Have you ever been awakened from your sleep in the middle of the night? I have learned to pay close attention when this happens because often God is prodding me to hear Him. We must listen intently and pray, inclining our ears to Him. When the Father wakes you up, take notice and know it is worth it. He has value added purpose in all He does and he makes no mistakes.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I am reminded of Romans 13:11 (AMP):


  Do this, knowing that this is a critical time. It is already the hour for you to awaken from your sleep [of spiritual complacency]; for our salvation is nearer to us now than when we first believed [in Christ].


  Help me to heed this word when you prod or compel me to wake up. It is my desire to hear you and obey your will. I thank you for a relationship with you where you see me as a friend that you can awaken to your utmost concern and share your secrets. Amen. Ps 25:14 The secret of the LORD is with them that fear him; and he will shew them his covenant.


  Week 35: NOW—No Ordinary Weapon


  We must remember that there is no need to toil unnecessarily, for greater is He that is within us than he that is in the world (1 John 4:4). Furthermore, we understand from 2 Corinthians 10:4-5 (AMP) that:


  The weapons of our warfare are not physical [weapons of flesh and blood]. Our weapons are divinely powerful for the destruction of fortresses. We are destroying sophisticated arguments and every exalted and proud thing that sets itself up against the [true] knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought and purpose captive to the obedience of Christ.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for the weapon of prayer. You have taught me that it is the most powerful weapon I can have in my arsenal. There is no match for me when I agree with You in the name of Jesus. Amen.


  Week 36: NOW—Nuggets Of Wisdom


  How precious it is to have words of wisdom spoken to us. We cannot place a value on them for they are invaluable. So many lessons can be learned from the wisdom of the word when we apply it. The Bible tells us:


  How much better it is to get wisdom than gold! And to get understanding is to be chosen above silver Proverbs 16:16 (AMP).


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you for the seeds of wisdom sown into my life. I desire wisdom. May the fruit of wisdom be ever present and continually flowing for me. Thank you for ordaining wise counsel for me always and that I will not think more highly of myself than I ought, I will remain humble and give you all the glory for whatever is done. Amen.


  Week 37: NOW—Name Our Want (frame our world, words create)


  I truly believe we have not because we ask not, children understand this principle. There is an old saying that indicates that the squeaky wheel will get the oil and so it is in the kingdom of God. We have been told to ask, seek, and knock and the door will be opened to us (Matt. 7:7). These all require something on our part. They are all actions words; we have to do something. Therefore, when the door of opportunity comes, remember the handle is only on the outside; if you don’t enter it, you may miss it. Don’t allow the door to close.


  For this reason, I am telling you, whatever things you ask for in prayer [in accordance with God’s will], believe [with confident trust] that you have received them, and they will be given to you. Whenever you stand praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him [drop the issue, let it go], so that your Father who is in heaven will also forgive you your transgressions and wrongdoings [againstHimandothers]. Butifyoudonotforgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your transgressions.] Mk 11:24-26 (AMP).


  We have the ability to call things that be not as though they were. We can call things that are not evident or visible into existence. See Rom 4:21 and Heb 11:3.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for showing me the value of seeking you first, so that all other things are added to me. I know when I delight myself in you, you give me the desires of my heart. There is nothing I desire more than you. I chose to seek the Blesser above the blessing. Amen. Mat 6:33.


  Week 38: NOW—No Obligation Wasted


  It is imperative we understand that we have an obligation to Christ to allow Him to lead and guide us in our assignments and commitments. He will never fail us or cause us to go astray. In fact, we must take every opportunity with cheerful readiness, being eager to carry the gospel to all mankind. Paul declares in Romans 1:15 (AMP), “So, for my part, I am ready and eager to preach the gospel also to you who are in Rome.”


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for always helping me to be instant in season and out of season as I go about my daily assignments and commitments. Help me to make the most of each opportunity and may it bring you the utmost glory. Amen.


  Week 39: NOW—Note Our Worth


  We are called to be the salt and light in the world. Like salt, we must act as the preservative of the land, and I believe that if we do not, things will begin to rot and go bad. There is no substitution for the righteous voice. Since we are to be light, we should draw other people to God through our lifestyle and godly example. If we lift God up, He will draw others to Himself. When we die and leave this earth, we will not be able to take anything physical with us. However, we know that our words and prayers are eternal. Therefore, when we have witnessed or shared our experience about our Savior and it causes others to accept Him, and we can expect to see them again with us in heaven. Now that is awesome! Selah.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I know Your word reminds us that when the righteous rule, the people rejoice (Proverbs 29:2). What a privilege it is to be used of you! I thank you for choosing me to lead others to you, and I will not take my role lightly. Help me to be a preserver and protector of your word. Amen.


  Week 40: NOW—Number Of Witnesses


  There are so many that have gone before us and paved the way; however, we often forget about them. I challenge you to keep in the forefront of your mind those who have been a true example to you in the faith and those that are part of the great cloud of witnesses mentioned in Hebrews:


  Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses [who by faith have testified to the truth of God’s absolute faithfulness], stripping off every unnecessary weight and the sin which so easily and cleverly entangles us, let us run with endurance and active persistence the race that is set before us, [looking away from all that will distract us and] focusing our eyes on Jesus, who is the Author and Perfector of faith [the first incentive for our belief and the One who brings our faith to maturity], who for the joy [of accomplishing the goal] set before Him endured the cross, disregarding the shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God [revealing His deity, His authority, and the completion of His work] (Heb 12:1-2).


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I now thank you for the great cloud of witnesses that you have caused to impact my life in a unique and miraculous way. Now, I ask that you cause me to reciprocate this so that I, too, may be a mighty witness for you and others you bring into my life. Amen.


  Week 41: NOW—None Outnumber Wonderful!


  It is comforting to know that we are not alone and not only are we not alone, but we are not outnumbered when we are on God’s side. We are in the majority. In 2 Kings 6:16, it reminds us that they that be with us are more than they that be with them. That is the wonderful, good news of the gospel!


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, when I feel overwhelmed help me to remember I am not a minority nor outnumbered because you are with me always and your army is supreme. Now seal this in my mind so that whenever I feel overwhelmed, I’ll remember you are Wonderful and Almighty, and my weakness has been made perfect in your mighty strength. Amen.


  Week 42: NOW—Nugget Of Worship


  Singing praises and worshipping the Lord is invigorating, and during those times I have found that God will generally drop a nugget or two into my life. What a glorious experience to receive and keep coming back for more, in these times of worship to Him, I have found that He will reciprocate what we put out and more. Just as Psalm 9:2 says, I will sing praises to your name, O most High.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I thank you for the nuggets you release to me in worship and in times of intimacy with you. I desire to know you more and ask that you help me to worship you in spirit and in truth, always desiring to hear you more. Amen.


  Week 43: NOW—New On-point Word


  You must be relevant and able to decipher the NOW, timely word of God. In this season, it will be apparent if we are relevant Christians or not. If we are relevant, they will not be able to resist the wisdom and Spirit by which we speak, as it was with Stephen in Acts.


  But they were not able to successfully withstand and cope with the wisdom and the intelligence [and the power and inspiration] of the Spirit by whom he was speaking (Acts 6:10, AMP).


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, help me to be relevant now and know your timing, prompting, and NOW word. My relevancy can only exist because I am in you. Thank you that I can always speak a fresh word straight from your throne. Amen.


  Week 44: NOW—Next Optimal Work


  Next, we must make sure we are making every effort to do the work God has called us to do with all our being. It is easy to get off task and off of our assignment. Stay focused! We must run the race and finish our course that God has set before us. Are you optimizing the work of the Lord, how might you improve what you’ve been doing going forward? Luke 12:16 AMP.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father help me to do my best with every assignment while making the most of what you have entrusted to me. Help me to stay focused and steadfast in Jesus’ name. Amen.


  Week 45: NOW—Note Our Wise


  It is important that we always heed wise, godly counsel. No one person on earth knows all things. Proverbs reminds us:


  The wise will hear and increase their learning, and the person of understanding will acquire wise counsel and the skill [to steer his course wisely and lead others to the truth] Proverbs 1:5 (AMP).


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for surrounding me with wise people that teach me to be wise, and help me to set an example for others. Lord, weed out the unwise folks that try to attach to me and frustrate my purpose in Jesus’ name. Amen.


  Week 46: NOW—Number of Ways


  Remember that it is okay to allow diversity when accomplishing tasks. We understand that there are many ways to do things, just as long as the intended, end result is the same, I,e,, bring glory to God. Remember as long as we are using the talent given us to bring glory to Him and not hiding or burying it, we will be pleasing God in our assignment, but we must appreciate the gift in others as well that He has called. Luke 8:11.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for diversity and helping me to see that it matters to you. Continue to give me the understanding that you have many different ways of bringing about your plan so that you get the glory. Amen.


  Week 47: NOW—Need Our Waymaker


  The world has coined the phrase “playmaker,” however, we have one better than that. We have “the way maker” in Jesus Christ, and the good news is that the enemy cannot touch that. Selah. Ps. 86:10


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, thank you for being “the way maker.” you have never failed me, and I know even when I do not see how or quite understand what you are doing, you keep making a way. Help me to keep trusting you, my Way maker. Amen.


  Week 48: NOW—Never Obliterate Wisdom


  Wisdom is the principal thing that we must hold dear.


  The beginning of wisdom is: Get [skillful and godly] wisdom [it is preeminent]! And with all your acquiring, get understanding [actively seek spiritual discernment, mature comprehension, and logical interpretation] (Proverbs 4:7 AMP).


  Never dismiss godly wisdom. Try the spirit by the Spirit to see if it be of God. God will never contradict His word. That is the litmus test.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, I desire to have and to hold your wisdom and understanding close. You have said in your word that if any lack wisdom let them ask, therefore, I ask for your wisdom now. Amen.


  Week 49: NOW—No Offense Welcomed


  In the culture we live in today it is so easy to give way to offense. It seems it is all around us. However, we can choose not to be offended. Make sure you understand context and the frame of reference before you react and give way to offense. In my experience offense can be exhausting. Don’t give your energy to it. Remember offense is of the enemy; have no part with him; his plan is to steal, kill and destroy. Instead, just laugh at him and rejoice. He won’t know what to do when you demonstrate the joy of the Lord and love. Ponder Luke 7:23 (KJV) says, “Blessed is he, whosoever shall not be offended in me.”


  Pray this prayer:


  Father help me to not be easily offended, but to remain meek and humble since I know greater strength is required as I operate this way. Lord, teach me to resist any appearance of offense now and henceforth, in Jesus’ name. Amen.


  Week 50: NOW—Neighbor Obey Word


  Now, if we are willing and obedient the Bible tells us we will eat the good of the land. Obedience is not a bad word but rather, a dynamic one that has the ability to bring in or usher the dunamis power of God. That is the dynamite, explosive power. Ep. 6:17


  We must work the word until the word works for us. “God is good, His word is true, and it works in my life!” Allow the word to minister to your flesh in those areas where you may be weak. Let is explode like dynamite over you. The right word from Him will blow your mind and you will recognize it when it happens because you realize it could only be Him that did the impossible.


  Pray this prayer:


  Father, teach me your word and as I receive it, engraft it into my heart that I shall not sin against it. Father, I ask that you make it impossible for me to live without it. Thank you for birthing the earnest desire in me for your word now, in Jesus’ name. Amen.


  Week 51: NOW—Natural Open Will


  I have found that naturally yielding to the will of God will catapult you to places beyond what we can imagine. Don’t resist His way, it always yields the best result and fruit in our lives.


  Pray this way:


  Lord help me to yield my will to you completely, especially since I know you know best and want the best for me; I understand with your super on my natural abilities I don’t have to try and be like anyone other than you. I Pet 2:15.


  Week 52: NOW—No Other Witness


  We all have different experiences and witnesses or testimonies that nobody can take from us. God wants us to amplify and share the great and mighty things He has done in our lives, It does not have to be on a stage, in a large audience, but yield and share where He plants you and watch what happens as you point others to Him. Rev 12:11.


  Pray this way:


  Lord help me to be your mega phone in the earth I know you have done great and mighty things in my life. Use my experiences to bless others and give you all the glory.


  It is my earnest desire that you have been wowed by the significance of the word NOW, I challenge you to live in the revelation of the NOW!
